  SCHOOL POLICIES/RULES 
 
DROP OFF AND PICK UP OF STUDENTS: Please drop off and pick up your child in the designated 
area by the curb in front of the office and parking lot.  Follow the one way signs.  The circle area in front of the 
Multipurpose room is for buses only.  Traffic can be very heavy in the mornings, so please anticipate  
and plan ahead to have your student at school on time. 
 
ABSENCES: If your child is absent, call the school, 933-9290, extension 1, first thing in the morning.   If you do 
not contact us we will require a note from home to explain the absence.  If your child comes in tardy due to 
illness or a doctor’s appointment, we will need a note from the doctor or a parent, or it will be considered an 
unexcused tardy.  School Attendance Review Board (SARB) states a student is considered truant from school 
when absent without a valid excuse more than three days or tardy in excess of 30 minutes on each of more than  
three days in one school year.  You will receive an automated phone call when your child is absent and no call 
has been made to the school.  Please make every effort to have your child attend for at least some portion of 
the day if you must schedule an appointment during school hours. 
 
MESSAGES DURING THE SCHOOL DAY:  We do not guarantee delivery of messages to students unless it is a true 
emergency.  Please communicate to your child BEFORE school any necessary information regarding his/her day. 
 
FORGOTTEN ITEMS INCLUDING PE CLOTHES, HOMEWORK AND LUNCHES: We do NOT deliver forgotten items 
to students.  Items are placed in bins in the front office for students to come and get in between classes.  THIS 
POLICY IS IN PLACE TO ENSURE THAT OUR CLASSROOMS ARE NOT INTERRUPTED DURING INSTRUCTIONAL 
TIME! 
 
LATE ARRIVALS TO SCHOOL: Students arriving at school after 7:50 AM, for any reason, need to come to the 
office to sign in late and obtain a pass to class.

for you to follow this procedure as it will not be waived if people are in a hurry. 
 
To expedite this process please send your child with a note stating the time he/she is to be released from class 
and give it to a secretary before school starts.  The secretary will issue a pass for the time stated and your child 
will be released to go to the office.   Your child gives the pass to his/her teacher at the beginning of the period 
from which he/she is to be released.  If this procedure is not followed, please allow approximately 15 minutes 
to check your child out of class. 

 
LUNCHES: Students must order their lunch during 1st period class.  If your child has forgotten to bring his/her 
lunch, you may bring it to the office where your student will need to pick up in between classes.

CELL PHONES:  Students are not to call home or send text messages at any time during the school day.  If you need 
to send your child a message about transportation, please remind your child not to check the message until after 
the 2:04 bell.  Students have received consequences for sending/receiving text messages to/from their parents.  
Cell phones should remain off (not on silent, vibrate, dance or any other mode) and out of sight for the entire 
school day.   
 



*Do not leave cell phones unattended in backpacks.  Phones need to be locked up in lockers during PE classes.  
THE SCHOOL IS NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR LOST OR STOLEN ITEMS, INCLUDING CELL PHONES. 
 

DRESS CODE:  Please use discretion… 11-13 year olds have enough distraction without have to add inappropriate 
dress.  Shorts need a 6” inseam.  Running, swimming, spandex, athletic shorts, or cut-offs are unacceptable.  
Waistbands must be worn at the waist.  
 
Halter tops, mesh or see-through sheer tops, bare midriff (shirt must come to the waist with arms raised); bare 
back tops, crop tops and half shirts are not allowed.  Shirts must not be too low cut and/or show cleavage.  Tank 
tops must have straps at least one (2) inch wide and No “spaghetti strap” type tops.  
 
INDEPENDENT STUDY CONTRACT:  The State of California requires that Independent Study Contracts may only be 
set up for students who will be out of school for five or more CONSECUTIVE days.  This follows along with our five 
school day NOTICE already in place.  We thank you for planning ahead!   Please note that contracts cannot be 
taken out due to illness and Interdistrict students do not qualify for contracts.   
 
HEPATITIS B REQUIREMENT: All incoming 7th graders for the 2010/2011 school year must bring proof of 
immunizations to the office in order to begin school on August 11, 2010.  If your child has not started the 
immunizations, we must see a note from your doctor stating that an appointment has been established. If 
immunizing your child is against your personal beliefs, you are welcome to come to the health clerk’s office and 
sign a waiver form. 
 
MEDICATION AT SCHOOL: By District Policy, no child is allowed to take ANY medications at school without a form 
signed by the doctor and parent.  THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS.  These forms are available in the school office for 
your convenience.  (We also accept medications, dosage, and instructions on your doctor’s signed prescription 
form.)  PLEASE DO NOT SEND ANY MEDICATION WITH YOUR CHILD IN HIS/HER LUNCH.  This policy is to protect 
all students and your cooperation is greatly appreciated.  Please bring the medication to the office in its original 
container.

IMAGINATION THEATER! PRESENTS THE DIARY OF ANNE FRANK :  Imagination Theater presents the 
Tony Award winning show, The Diary of Anne Frank July 9 - July 25, 2010.  This is the true story of a 
young Jewish girl, Anne Frank who kept a diary during World War II. As Jews in German-ccupied 
Holland, Anne and her family feared for their lives. For two years, beginning in 1942, Anne, her family, 
and others hid in a secret attic-annex above a warehouse to avoid capture and deportation to a Nazi 
concentration camp. The annex was discovered by the Nazi authorities in 1944 and Anne's family and 
friends were sent to concentration camps. The only survivor, Anne's father Otto, later published his 
daughter's diary in 1948.  

 
Anne could never have imagined the impact her words would have on generations of readers. More 
than sixteen million copies of her diary have been sold worldwide, and it remains the most read 
primary account of the Holocaust. On July 15, 1944, Anne wrote, ‘‘I feel the suffering of millions.'' 
Anne had no idea that her story would become the unlikely testament of those millions.    
Imagination Theater and the El Dorado Arts Council (EDAC) will host a preview of selected scenes, 
Friday, June 11 at the EDAC Art Space at 459 Main Street, Placerville.  In addition, Debora Larry-
Kearney will lead a journaling workshop on Saturday, July 10 from 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the EDAC 
Art Space.  Participants can then see the show that afternoon.  Limited space is available for the 
journaling workshop.
